We have continued to reduce the number of events with meals included  as a way to maintain attractive entry fees and to give members flexibility regarding meals. Some members are also sending entry forms to Secretary Treasurer Bill Paddack.  These forms have to be re-mailed  and  causes some delay in getting the entries the correct place for tournament entry.  Please help us be more efficient by sending all entry forms to Steve. 





We would also note that entries are closed for The Bridgewater Club on June 21, Country Club of Indianapolis on July 25, and Meridian Hills on August 16.  When a tournament fills up, Steve Pieper is posting it on the tournament schedule on the web site www.issga.org .  You may want to check the schedule to be sure it’s still open when you prepare entries.

HANDICAP PROCEDURES





Golf is a game where the golfer and his fellow competitors police themselves.  Handicap procedures are no different than other golf rules.  Included in the pairing sheet for each tournament will be course rating and slope information to assist ISSGA members in posting their scores.  Each member is expected to post his score as a Tournament Score for any ISSGA stroke play event he participates in.





In order to protect fairness for the field, ISSGA reserves the right to post a member’s score if the member does not.  Members who win net prizes will receive particular attention.  If a member has not posted his score within two weeks, the Handicap Chairman will contact the member asking him to post the score.  If it has not been posted four weeks after the tournament, ISSGA staff will post the score.





ISSGA further reserves the right for the Director of Golf to adjust any member’s handicap for a tournament if he feels there is clear evidence that the member is not accurately posting all scores in the GHIN System.  The Director of Golf will notify the member any time this adjustment is being made.

ISSGA TEAM CHALLENGE





Our first event was held May 24, 2010 at Hickory Stick Golf and was considered successful in some ways, not in others.  There were a total of 18 teams entered the Low Net Competition but only 4 teams entered the Low Gross Competition.  In the Low Net Competition, there were 7 teams in the AM group, 11 in the PM.  A team of Greenwood players, Chuck Kerkhove, Dan Glass, Paul Lelenko, and Joe Grahn won the AM Low Net with a score of 281(7 under par).  In the PM competition, a team of 3 Bloomington players, Tom McGlasson, Tom Sharp, and Gary Wilson and Pete Johnson of Indianapolis won the Low Net Competition with a score of 274(14 under par).  A Fort Wayne foursome of Dan Weaver, John Hettwer, Mox Irmscher, and Jon Fuller won Low Gross with a score of 306(18 over Par) and finished second Low Net with a score of 282(6 under par).  All entry fees were paid to the above teams according to the competition rules.  





In summary, slightly less than half of the players entered the competition.  There was also some confusion about the rule that all players on a team must play from the tournament tees.  Class A players who plan to play from the forward tees are not eligible to enter the ISSGA Team Challenge.





The next competition will be held at The Bridgewater Club on June 21. The committee will evaluate the Hickory Stick results. Some changes may be made to encourage more players to enter and eliminate confusion about player eligibility.
