Bob Ludlow won in 1986 & 1987, then again in 1989 & 1990.  Billy Fulford won in years 1991,1992, 1993, & 1996.  The all–time leader in Championships however is Clark Espie who won four straight in 1949 through 1952, then won ten years later in 1962, and again in 1965 for a total of six Championships.  Quite an accomplishment!

ISSGA INFO


 The association currently has 830 members, which is the highest year end total in our history.  At the end of 2000, the total was 761, but dropped the next two years to 737 at the end of 2002.  The gain of 93 members since 2002 is an increase of 12.6% in six years or an average of 2.1% per year.





The rounds of golf played by members in ISSGA through the first eleven tournament is 1,961.  Estimates for the final four events bring the total for the year to 2,650.  This will be about the same as last year.  Rainouts, and extra tournaments make the totals difficult to compare year to year.
